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Preface

2024 marks the 8sth anniversary of the outbreak of World War II, which began on 1 September 1939 with the Third Reich's at-
tack on Poland. On 17 September, the Soviet Union, Germany's ally, joined the war against the Second Polish Republic. After six
years of occupation, terror, genocide, and barbaric exploitation of Polish territory, our country was not reborn as an independent
state. For the next several decades, Poland was a vassal territory to Moscow. This meant that the German and Soviet criminals were
neither fully brought to justice nor the war losses suffered by Poland were adequately compensated through reparations. These is-
sues are still open and waiting to be resolved. It is difficult to imagine full reconciliation between nations and forgiveness of the
committed crimes without compensation to the victims and their descendants. This is an important element of the Polish raison
d'état. The Third Polish Republic would be in a completely different place of civilisational development were it not for the political,

social, demographic, and economic consequences of the events initiated on 1 September 1939.

From a Polish perspective, the issues of German and Soviet terror and the situation of the Jewish community during World War II
are topics that are still relevant in historical discourse. The Institute of National Remembrance is the leader amongst academic cen-
tres in Poland focused on this research area. Our mission is to discover the truth about those times through academic research,
documenting the scale of the committed crimes, constantly reminding people of the suffering of Polish citizens and naming the
executioners implementing the genocidal policies of the German Reich and the Soviet Union. This brings a tangible result in the
form of a number of studies both of academic nature and aimed at the general public. They show the complexity and multidimen-
sionality of the situation during the war and occupation. We describe the policy of extermination of the citizens of the Second Pol-

ish Republic carried out by both occupants.

The time of World War IT was a particularly tragic experience for the inhabitants of occupied Polish lands. The totalitarian states
— the German Third Reich and Soviet Russia — made the Polish lands a place for the realisation of the genocidal, even bestial con-
cepts of National Socialism and Communism. The effect of this policy of the German and Soviet occupiers was the introduction
of widespread terror and implementation of criminal actions against Polish citizens. Nearly 6 million people died, murdered in
German concentration and extermination camps, in Soviet gulags and in mass executions. Millions of people were taken away for
forced labour in Germany and deported deep into the Soviet Union.

In German racist policy, the first nation to be exterminated were the Jews. The victims of the Holocaust, according to various
estimates, were between 2.6 million and 3 million Jews — pre-war Polish citizens. Aid that Poles provided to their Jewish neigh-
bours in the occupied country took on particular significance in this situation. Remembering the tragedy of the Polish Jews and the

attempts to assist them, despite the deadly retribution of the German invaders, is significant in shaping our community's identity.

The issue of World War II is one of the most frequently covered by the Institute of National Remembrance. The publications
presented in this catalogue have significantly broadened our knowledge of the events of World War II, including the actions of the
German occupier against the Jews, and Polish-Jewish relations. These issues will remain important for the Institute of National

Remembrance in the years to come.

The book presents the social, profes-
sional and political activity of Henryk
Stawik, a hero of three nations: Polish,
Jewish and Hungarian. It is estimated
that during World War II, while chair-
ing the Citizens’ Committee for the
Protection of Polish Refugees in Hun-
gary, he has saved almost 30,000 peo-
ple, including approx. 5,000 Polish
Jews. He has also organized, in cooper-
ation with Christian clergy, an orphan-
age for Jewish children. For this activ-
ity, he was murdered in August 1944
by the Germans at the Gusen concen-
tration camp. In 1977, the Yad Vashem
Institute awarded him with the title of
Righteous Among the Nations.
